1. REGISTRATION, ACCREDITATION & ACCESS TO LEOPARD CREEK:

3. PARKING AT LEOPARD CREEK:
A parking area has been established at the driving range (situated behind the 18th tee).
All players must park in this area. Please follow directional signage from the main entrance.
Preferred parking accreditation will be available at the Accreditation Office left of the main gate.

4. PLAYERS’ LOUNGE / DRIVING RANGE:
All facilities, including the players’ lounge, putting green, chipping greens and bunkers are situated at the National
Junior Development Centre. Courtesy Car/Shuttles will operate from the driving range to the clubhouse,
alternatively professionals may walk down the left of the 18th hole to access the 1st and 10th tees.
